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Policy and Purpose

Å It is the policy of the Texas Procurement and Support 
Services (TPASS) to encourage the use of Historically 
Underutilized Businesses (HUBs) by state agencies and 
to assist agencies in the implementation of the policy 
through race, ethnic and gender-neutral means.

Å The purpose of the HUB Program is to promote full and 
equal business opportunities for all businesses in state

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HSP Requirement
Å Texas A&M University (TAMU) will determine whether 

subcontracting opportunities are probable under the 
contract.

Å The solicitation document shall state whether 
subcontracting opportunities are probable.

Å If subcontracting opportunities are probable,    

respondent must complete an HSP.
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HSP Requirement  (continued)

Å A submittal/proposal that does not include a 
completed HUB Subcontracting Plan shall be rejected 
due to a material failure to comply with advertised 
specifications in accordance with Texas 
Administrative Code (TAC) 20.36 (a).
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Definition
Historically Underutilized Business (HUB)

Å A business with its principal place of business in Texas in 
which the owners have a proportionate interest (51% or 
more ) and demonstrate active participation in the control,

VSubcontractor must be the Protégé 

(HUB)

VProvide written notification of the subcontracting opportunity 
listed in Section 3 to three (3) or more State of Texas certified
